Our retreat speaker was Mike Teranova from Grace Church in Virginia Beach. His
message was tailored to “church kids.” Mike reminded us that even though we are in

the human family. These are good lessons for us all in the church.

A little about February’s novel The Immortal Life of
Henrietta Lacks by Rebecca Skloot.

Henrietta Lacks, a poor Southern tobacco farmer, was
buried in an unmarked grave sixty years ago. Yet her cells
- taken without her knowledge - became one of the most
important tools in medical research. Known to science
as Hel a, the first "immortal” human cells grown in culture
are still alive today, and have been bought and sold by
the millions.
