On October 5-6, Allison and team of lay leaders attendeReaching New

People workshop presented by Paul Nickerson. We spent Friday evening and
Saturday learning what the growing churches around the country are doing. Here
is an overview of what we learned:

Most churches practice what is called the 138&action strategies . We stand

at the front door and owaito for peop
include:

1 Communityside events like bazaars, bake sales and dinners

1 Traditional advertising like flyers, cups, pens, water bottles and coffee mugs
with our logo

1 Tracking down inactive members and coaxing them to come back
1 Bigger and better signs and brochures

In addition to the 1955 strategy, television news stereotype of minister and

church scandals (recently Catholic Church) has affected the decline in church
attendance. 84% of the general population of Pennsylvania does not participate in
regular church worship or activities.

Where is Faith Immanuel in its church life cycle? Most indicated we were in a gray
area between what is called tmeaintenance stage or the preservation

stage. The final stage of this curvelife support which our church does not

plan to reach.

We also discovered there is no quick fix or magic pill to alter this situation, but
personal interaction is a key to reversing this trend and moving the church to the
sustained health cycle.

As Faith Immanuel we must leave the castle (church grounds) aadtgato the
community and engage community residents. Thi@isevangelism; it is just en-
gaging people and inviting visibility of our church. Anyone/everyone can take part.
As examples, here are some actions we identified:

1 Hold church group meetings at local places of business, like restaurants, coffee
shops and other public meeting places.

1 Have some of our church activities in public parks, etc.

1 Build individual relationships with people before initiating invitations to come
to church. Listening is an important part of this.

f Assist our pastor in some of her functions to free up 20% of her time to allow
her to be active in the community and to build relationshipisis includes
educating the congregation, the session, deacons, and others who
will be performing some functions that the pastor used to do.

1 Engage interested members of the congregation in doing prayer walks to see
our community through the eyes of Jesus and make us more visible to those
who wish to serve.

1 Maintain constant communication with our current members and be aware of
their special circumstances so we may assist and pray for them as needed.
